Instructions

Disassembly

1. Open drain valve (Hurricane Dispense Cart) or
remove drain plug (Oil King or Coolant King Dis-
pense Cart) and drain waste fluid. Properly dispose
of the used oil or antifreeze (FIG. 1).

2. Close drain valve or replace drain plug. Remove
clamps (a)and discard.

Use care using the heat gun in the following
step. Do not burn or melt the tube!

3. Using a heat gun, slightly warm the ends of the sight
tube.

4. Pull old sight tube (b) off tube adapters (c) on each
end of tube. Completely remove tube from unit.
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5. Remove tube adapters (c) from unit and discard.
Use new tube adapters from kit for reassembly.
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Use care using the heat gun in the following
step. Do not burn or melt the tube!

Reassembly

1. Wrap threads of new tube adapters (2) with thread
tape.

2. Install new tube adapters (2) on reservoir taking
care not to damage adapter threads (FIG. 4).
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4. Use a heat gun to heat ends of sight tube (1) to

soften and elongate it.

5. Push end of sight tube (1) over lower tube adapter

) (FiG. 6).

3. Slide new tube clamps (a) over each end of new
sight tube (1). (FIG. 5)

6. Slide tube clamp (a) about half way down barbed

face of tube adapter (2). Tighten to 15 in-lb (1.695
N.m). (FIG. 6).

7. Push other end of sight tube (1) over upper tube

adapter (2).

8. Slide tube clamp (a) about halfway down barbed

face of tube adapter (2) and tighten to 15 in-lb
(1.695 N.m).

NOTE:

1.The tubes should be taut and slightly stretched.

2.Do not tighten clamp beyond 20 in-Ib (2.26 N.m)
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
